This partnership has brought much visibility to Hope as there is much traffic in the
store and we set-up at the front entry. Hope also has held other “special” events at the store.

PetSmart on SE 14th Street in Des Moines, continues to be partner allowing adoption events
whenever needed. Currently, the third Saturday of the month is the monthly adoption event at this
venue, as well as the National PetSmart Adoption weekends. Hope utilized all but one space in
the cattery to show case and expose cats that are ready for their forever home.
